How to edit my listing on VMR



  

Step 1 – Log in
• Go to http://www.visitmacedonranges.com
• Look to the top right of screen and 'Sign in' with your supplied 

username and password.

Step 2: Go to your listing

Tips on editing your details and images

• When editing text, try to keep text under 60 words for the short description and 
under 100 words for the long description
• Ensuring your images look good is not always easy. The system automatically 
resizes images that you upload but there are restrictions to what it can manage. 

•Keep file size of images you wish to use on VMR to under 500kb
•The closer to ‘square’ they are, the better they’ll look. If you have an image editing 
program (windows comes with Microsoft’s Paint) please use this to crop images. To 
crop in Microsoft Paint, first open the photo you wish to edit. Then go to full screen 
and you’ll see handles in the bottom corners and along each edge. Drag these (let 
your cursor become 2 arrows first) and you will crop the image to wherever the 
mouse is dragged. Press ctrl-z to undo
•Images are ideally roughly 300 pixels wide by 250 pixels wide.
•If you image cannot be made to look good at 300 x 250, then create a new blank 
image with a white background that is 300 x 250 px wide and then paste a sized 
down version of your preferred photo onto it. This will create a ‘border’ effect. This 
feature may not be available to Microsoft Paint.
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
